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NOBEL LAUREATE CULTURAL EVENING – CONCEPT: 
 
The Nobel Laureate Cultural Evening is the gala event of the 2009 St. James’s Palace Nobel 
Laureate Symposium on climate change, which is taking place in London from 26th May – 28th 
May, hosted by the University of Cambridge Programme for Sustainability Leadership in 
association with the Potsdam Institute for Climate Impact Research.  
 
The Symposium will bring together c.20 Nobel Laureates and 30 or so Global Climate Change 
Experts to contribute their ideas and authority to some of the world’s most pressing challenges. 
The focus of the Symposium will be on the complex themes of climate justice and climate 
security and their linkage with societal and economic prosperity. Of particular importance, will 
be the role of developed and developing economies in delivering a low carbon risk economy. 
The banner for the Symposium – The Fierce Urgency of Now – has been adopted from Martin 
Luther King’s Brooklyn Junction speech. 
 
The Nobel Laureate Symposium takes thought-leadership as its touchstone and aims to build 
on the prestige and global respect that such leaders inspire in order to build urgent momentum 
towards the Copenhagen climate negotiations in December 2009. The Gala Cultural Evening - 
Sculpting Our History’ – sits inside this remit as a space where social and cultural leaders are 
invited to engage with prominent arts thinkers and current artistic ideas and perceptions in 
relation to the issue of climate change. 
 
The idea behind the event emerged out of a recognition that confronting climate change, 
arguably the biggest challenge we have ever faced, not only requires technical solutions, but 
also social and cultural change. In this context, what can the arts teach us about the role of 
creativity and leadership in facing this urgent problem, as individuals and as a society? 
 
For one evening, in this year of the Copenhagen climate negotiations, we will endeavour to 
create a sense of what it might mean to define ourselves as ‘artists’ capable of ‘social 
sculpture’, involving creative experience and discussion around the following questions: 
 

- How does seeing as an ‘artist’ change our perspective? 
- How have the arts ‘sculpted’ our world in times of crisis, and how might they do 

so 
today? 

 
Sculpting Our History’ aims to encourage participants to engage with the issue of climate 
change through an artistic or creative standpoint – as human agents of change, or potentially 
‘social artists’ with imaginative and transformative power. In this way, the idea of leadership as 
something every individual can aspire to and be involved in will form the backdrop of 
discussion. The ideas of ‘social sculpture’ that inform this event are borrowed from leading 
German conceptual artist and ecological thinker, Joseph Beuys’ expanded conception of art, in 
which he saw society as one great work of art to which each individual could contribute 
creatively. In particular, our starting point echoes his passionate belief in the universal power of 
human creativity to bring about change. 
 
It is anticipated that the evening will form the beginnings of an on-going conversation on the 
theme of creativity, leadership and climate change, involving those who come on the night, our 
alumni and others. It is also our aim to communicate the thoughts, ideas, and creative 
expressions that emerge from this event to a wider audience, through publication, exhibition, 
and via other forms of media. 
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THE CAMBRIDGE 100 QUESTIONS PROJECT: 
 
What are the most important questions we need to focus on so that we thrive together in the 
future? 
 
A good answer needs a good question. The Nobel Laureate Cultural Evening and the St 
James’s Palace Nobel Laureate Symposium will see the launch of the Cambridge 100 
Questions Project – a year long initiative led by the Cambridge Programme for Sustainability 
Leadership that will ask some of the finest creative minds of our time to identify the most 
pressing questions facing the world today. 
 
Beginning at the Symposium with contributions from Nobel Laureates and many of the world’s 
leading climate scientists and leaders from business, government and civil society, the project 
will widen its scope to draw on the collective genius of thousands of people from across the 
world. The ambition is not to solve these questions, but to learn from their being posed: to 
explore and envision the key questions at the tipping point of creating a sustainable world. 
 
The project is particularly interested in questions that offer a sense of realistic optimism and 
collective endeavour – suggesting a compelling vision of how the world is changing and how 
society could adapt itself to new circumstances. 
 
The launch of the project at the Science Museum on the 27th May will be accompanied by the 
first showing of a specially commissioned installation by artists Tracey Rowledge and Carl 
Clerkin. This piece will vividly display some of the questions provided by guests at the 
Symposium and inspire debate and argument. Through further public exhibitions of the Nobel 
Laureates’ questions as well as via an innovative online tool, people from across the world will 
be able to share and discuss questions. By the summer of 2010, these questions will be 
grouped and analysed to generate a list of the 100 most important questions on which society 
needs to focus.  
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   THE CAMBRIDGE 100 QUESTIONS COMMISSIONED ART INSTALLATION AND ARTISTS: 
 
The Cambridge 100 Questions commissioned art installation by Tracey Rowledge and Carl 
Clerkin is unveiled and exhibited tonight at the Nobel Laureate Cultural Evening in the Energy 
Hall of the Science Museum. The artists behind the project are: 
 
Carl Clerkin: 

Carl Clerkin set up his studio after completing his training as a furniture 
designer at the Royal College of Art in 1998. Previously he had been a 
student at Central Saint Martins and Middlesex University. Over the last 
ten years Carl has worked on a variety of projects, broadly ranging from 
designing furniture for Habitat to flocking concept cars for Peugeot, 
commissioned public seating for Derby museum to interior design for The 
West London Academy. 
 
 His work is both thought provoking and playful and is geared towards 
strengthening emotional connections between people objects and spaces. 
The idea behind the bench is to support both the gold-tooled work of

- Long Crawly Thing           emotional link between them. It seemed most appropriate to use the form  
(great big poof) 2002         of a writing desk to make this link. The desk is made from Sapele timber  

and veneered board.     
 

Tracey Rowledge : 
Tracey Rowledge is an artist who works with the traditional materials and 
techniques of bookbinding and gilding, making work that explore the line 
between spontaneity and the deliberately crafted.  Her work is held in 
many private and public collections including The British Library, The 
National Library of Scotland and The National Art Library (V&A). 
 
The leather top desk with an extended drawer has been designed and 
made by Tracey Rowledge and Carl Clerkin. The idea was to create a 
strong visual symbol for The Cambridge 100 Questions Project, in which a 
small number of the questions are displayed. 
 

The inset leather panel has been made using bookbinding materials and techniques.  The 
leather is Nigerian goatskin, tanned and dyed in Northamptonshire (UK).  The gold leaf was 
hand beaten by George M. Whiley Ltd, a UK gold beaters that no longer exists.  This was 
unfortunately the only way that I could, for now, at least ensure that the gold leaf was beaten in 
the UK; sadly, the last company to beat gold in the UK stopped beating gold two and half years 
ago. The mining is of course another matter! 
 
The gold-tooled image on the leather is not a recreation of anything specific, but is an image I 
created to convey movement, things shifting. It holds energy and emotion; important ingredients 
for change! 
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PANELISTS : 
 
Heather  Ackroyd: 

 
Heather Ackroyd of artist duo Ackroyd & Harvey has worked extensively in 
both the visual and performing arts. Collaborating with Harvey since 1990, 
they make interventions that intersect disciplines of sculpture, photography, 
ecology and biology. Known for subverting processes of growth and decay, 
and creating complex living photographs utilizing light-sensitivity of pigment 
chlorophyll, they have shown in diverse contexts including Bios 4 Andalusian 
Centre for Contemporary Art, European Space 9th Sculpture Quadrennial 
Riga, Je t’ envisage Musee de l’Elysee, Agitate SF Camerawork (USA), 
Paradise Now Exit Art (NY), The Ship Natural History Museum (London) with 
solo shows at Mostra SESC des Artes (Sao Paulo), Big Chill (UK), Isabella 
Stewart Gardner Museum (USA), Dilston Grove, (London), Rice Gallery 

(USA), culminating in their largest public installation on the exterior of London’s National Theatre in 2007. 
They have made expeditions and exhibitions with Cape Farewell since 2004 studying the effects of 
climate change on the Arctic ecosystem. Ackroyd & Harvey’s current project is dedicated to growing oak 
saplings germinated from acorns gathered from Joseph Beuys’ seminal artwork 7000 Oaks.  
 
Dr. Fritjof Capra: 

 
Fritjof Capra, Ph.D., physicist and systems theorist, is a founding director of 
the Center for Ecoliteracy in Berkeley, California, which promotes ecology 
and systems thinking in primary and secondary education. He is on the 
faculty of Schumacher College, an international center for ecological studies 
in England, and frequently gives management seminars for top executives.  

Dr. Capra is the author of five international bestsellers, The Tao of Physics 
(1975), The Turning Point (1982), Uncommon Wisdom (1988), The Web of 
Life (1996), and The Hidden Connections (2002). He coauthored Green 
Politics (1984), Belonging to the Universe (1991), and EcoManagement 
(1993), and coedited Steering Business Toward Sustainability (1995). His 
most recent book, The Science of Leonardo, was published in hardcover in 

2007 and in paperback in 2008.  

Quentin Cooper: (Chair) 
Described by The Times as "the world's most enthusiastic man" and, 
more flatteringly, as "an expert on everything from pop music to 
astrophysics", Quentin Cooper has also been acclaimed by the Daily Mail 
for his "wit and enthusiasm [which] can enliven the dullest of topics". 
Quentin Cooper presents The Material World on Radio 4, the recurring 
technology-in-action documentary series Connect, and is one of the 
regular presenters for Pick of the Week. He has also presented Strictly 
Conventional and With Reference To. Despite his distinct lack of 
qualification in the area, he recently made a one-off programme called 

Hairy Stories, about the science of hair.  
 
Most Sunday mornings he appears on the Michael Parkinson Show on Radio 2 to discuss film, TV and 
radio. He is also film critic for BBC One's Breakfast programme and The DVD Collection on BBC Four. 
He presented the series New Scientist Television for the Discovery Channel and Science Fix for BBC 
Four. Quentin works regularly with leading science organisations such as the British Council and the 
Royal Society and hosts the annual X-Change debates for the British Association for the Advancement 
of Science. A long time ago he studied Psychology and Artificial Intelligence at Edinburgh, but can't 
remember much about either. 
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Antony Gormley OBE: 
A graduate of the University of Cambridge, Central School of Art, 
Goldsmiths College and the Slade School of Art, over the last 25 years 
Antony Gormley has revitalised the human image in sculpture through a 
radical investigation of the body as a place of memory and transformation, 
using his own body as subject, tool and material. Since 1990 he has 
expanded his concern with the human condition to explore the collective 
body and the relationship between self & other in large-scale installations.  �
  
Gormley has had solo shows at the Whitechapel, Tate and Hayward 
galleries, the British Museum and White Cube, as well as internationally. 
Angel of the North and, more recently, Quantum Cloud on the Thames in 
Greenwich are amongst the most celebrated examples of contemporary 
British sculpture. He was awarded the Turner Prize in 1994 and the South 
Bank Prize for Visual Art in 1999 and was made an Order of the British 
Empire (OBE) in   1997.  In 2007 he was awarded the Bernhard Heiliger  

*Photo by Lars Gunderson           Award for Sculpture. He is an Honorary Fellow of the Royal Institute of 
British Architects, Trinity College, Cambridge and Jesus College, Cambridge, and has been a Royal 
Academician since 2003. 

 
Jude Kelly OBE: 

Jude Kelly is the Artistic Director of Britain’s largest cultural institution, 
Southbank Centre, and is Chair of Culture, Ceremonies and Education at 
the London Organising Committee for the Olympic Games. She founded 
Solent People's Theatre and Battersea Arts Centre, and was the Artistic 
Director of the York Festival and Mystery Plays. She later became the 
founding director of the West Yorkshire Playhouse where as Artistic Director 
and then CEO she established it as an acknowledged centre of excellence.  
In 1997, she was awarded the OBE for her services to the theatre. She has 
directed over 90 productions including in the Royal Shakespeare Company, 
the National Theatre, Chichester Festival Theatre, the English National 
Opera, the Châtalet in Paris and the West End. 
  
Jude left the West Yorkshire Playhouse in 2002 to found Metal, which 
through its artistic laboratory spaces provides a platform where artistic 

hunches can be pursued in community contexts. It has creative bases in Liverpool and Southend-On-
Sea. Jude has represented Britain within UNESCO on cultural matters, served on the Arts Advisory 
Committee for Royal Society of Arts and jointly chaired with Lord Puttnam the Curricula Advisory 
Committee on Arts and Creativity.  She is chair of Metal, member of the London Cultural Consortium, 
and is Visiting Professor at Kingston and Leeds Universities and the Hong Kong Centre for the 
Performing Arts 
  
Prof. Wangari Maathai:  

Wangari Muta Maathai was born in Nyeri, Kenya, in 1940, the daughter of    
farmers in the highlands of Mount Kenya. The first woman in East and 
Central Africa to earn a doctoral degree, she subsequently became an 
associate Professor in Veterinary Anatomy in 1977 at the University of 
Nairobi. In the same year, she founded the Green Belt Movement, a 
grassroots environmental organisation which has assisted women and their 
families in planting more than 40 million trees across Kenya to protect the 
environment and promote sustainable livelihoods. Since this time, Wangari 
Maathai has campaigned tirelessly for democracy, human rights and 
environmental conservation. She played a key role in the campaign to 
cancel debt in Africa and has fought for the protection of public forests. In 
2004, Wangari Maathai was awarded the Nobel Peace Prize, recognising 
that for peace there needs to be sustainable and equitable distribution of 
resources. She is the Good Will Ambassador to the Congo Forest Basin 

and a member of the Nobel Women’s Initiative.  
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Prof. Wole Soyinka: 

 
Wole Soyinka, born in 1934, is a Playwright, Poet, Novelist, and Essayist. 
Winner of the Nobel Prize for Literature in 1986, Wole Soyinka has 
authored more than thirty works in the medium of plays, novels, poetry and 
essays, many of which have received wide translation. He is active on both 
artistic and Human Rights organisations such as the International Theatre 
Institute, UNESCO  Goodwill Ambassadors etc.  A Yoruba born in Western 
Nigeria and educated in Ibadan, and Leeds, England, he continues to 
lecture extensively. He is currently Emeritus Fellow of the Black Mountain 
Institute, University of Nevada, Overseas Fellow of the Du Bois Institue, 
Harvard University, President’s Professor of Loyola Marymount University, 
Los Angeles, and Professor Emeritus, Comparative Literature of the 
Obafemi Awolowo University, Ile-ife, Nigeria. 
 
 

 

PERFORMERS AND CONTRIBUTORS: 
 
Tim Britton:  

 
Tim is a writer, performer, comedian, cartoonist and animator with the 
Theatre and Film Company Forkbeard Fantasy which he co-founded with 
his brother Chris and the designer Penny Saunders in 1974 
(www.forkbeardfantasy.co.uk). Their comic and surreal shows use 
mechanical sets, puppetry and automata and they were one of the first of 
the new wave of experimental theatre groups in the 70s to start using film 
and animation as an interactive medium: climbing in & out of films in a 
technique they call “Crossing The Celluloid Divide’. Tim has produced 
numerous short films, cartoons and animations over the years. He enjoys 
taking on an issue, often scientific or environmental. In the case of 
“CARBON WEEVILS”  humanity is a species that evolved solely to nibble 
up and convert the world’s carbon deposits. Forkbeard have recently 
created an amazing Cabinet of Curiosities  full of peepshows and 
miniaturized cinema for museums along The Jurassic Coast World Heritage 

Site.  Their latest show “The Colour of Nonsense” , about an Invisible Artwork which gets stolen, 
opens in October.  
 
David Buckland: 
 

David Buckland is a designer, artist and film-maker whose lens-based works 
have been exhibited in numerous international galleries and collected by the 
National Portrait Gallery, London, the Centre Georges Pompidou, Paris, the 
Metropolitan Museum, New York and the Getty Collection, Los Angeles 
amongst others. Several books of his photographs have been published. He 
has designed over 20 stage sets, as well as costumes. His short film for the 
Dance for the Camera season Dwell Time was broadcast on BBC1 in 1996. 
��  
In 1999 Buckland presented a one-man show of digitally mastered portraits 
of performers at London's National Portrait Gallery, which attracted over 
100,000 visitors. Buckland’s work was shown at the UN Exhibition for World 
Environment Day, an exhibition which toured worldwide. Since 2000 
Buckland has created and now directs the Cape Farewell project, whose 
ambition is to bring artists, scientists and educators together to collectively 
address and raise awareness about climate change. Buckland continues to 

make and exhibit artworks. In 2007 he projected onto the Gehry stage, Millennium Park Chicago an 
hour-long video work ‘Arctic’ made in collaboration with the sound artist Max Eastley. 
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Max Eastley: 
Max Eastley is an internationally recognised artist and musician whose art 
combines kinetic sound sculpture and music into a unique art form. He has 
exhibited nationally in galleries such as the Hayward, the Serpentine and 
the Arnolfini, and throughout Europe, Japan and Mexico. His most recent 
solo exhibitions were at the Metropole Gallery, Folkestone, South Hill Park 
Arts Centre and Nieuwe Vide Haarlem, Netherlands. 
 
He is a collaborator with the Cape Farewell Climate Change project for 
whom he has created a number of installations that have been exhibited in 
the Natural History Museum, London; Bodleian Library Oxford; Kampnagel 
,Hamburg; Eden Project, Cornwall; Fundacion Canal, Madrid and The 
Museum of Science, Tokyo. He has composed music for several films as 
part of this project as well as composing a major work, “Arctic”, released on 
CD, which he performed, with film by David Buckland, at the Hamburg 
Planetarium, and Millennium Park, Chicago.  

  
As a musician he has produced numerous albums in collaboration with other musicians including Brian 
Eno and David Toop. His current releases include ‘A Life Saved by a Spider and Two Doves’ with Evan 
Parker, Mark Wastell, Graham Halliwell (http://www.anothertimbre.com/page16.html); ‘A Very Long Way 
from Anywhere Else’ with Spaceheads (Andy Diagram and Richard Harrison) and ‘Arc’, an Album of 
collaborations with his unique instrument for Liverpool John Moores University, where he is a research 
fellow. 
 
Ben Okri:  

Ben Okri has published 8 novels, including The Famished Road, as well as 
collections of poetry, short stories and essays. His work has been translated 
into more than 20 languages. He is a Fellow of the Royal Society of 
Literature and has been awarded the OBE as well as numerous 
international prizes, including the Commonwealth Writers Prize for Africa, 
the Aga Khan Prize for Fiction and the Chianti Rufino-Antico Fattore. He is 
a Vice-President of the English Centre of International PEN and was 
presented with a Crystal Award by the World Economic Forum. He was 
born in Nigeria and lives in London. Ben Okri's most recent book, Tales of 
Freedom, was published in April 2009. 
 
 
 

 
Shelley Sacks:  

Shelley Sacks (born Bloemfontein, South Africa, 1950) is an 
interdisciplinary artist working in the field of connective practices and social 
sculpture, exploring the relationship between imagination and 
transformation and rethinking responsibility as an ability to respond. She 
regards the long-term collaborative projects such as Exchange Values (an 
interface between banana growers and consumers, presented at WSSD in 
2002) and University of the Trees (an international participatory project that 
focuses on the trees as our teachers, with a ‘kit’ that explores our 
relationship to the world as the basis for transformative action) as 
‘instruments of consciousness’ and flexible frameworks that open up new 
ways of seeing, linking inner and outer work. Her work includes more than 
forty actions, site works, installations and social sculpture projects; 

involvement in grass roots cultural and political organisations; facilitating cooperatives in the 1970s and 
1980s in South Africa; and collaborating with Joseph Beuys for more than a decade in the Free 
International University. Shelley writes and lectures internationally, works as part of a social sculpture 
collective, is a Reader in Fine Art at Oxford Brookes University and Director of the Social Sculpture 
Research Unit. www.social-sculpture.org; www.exchange-values.org 
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Lemn Sissay: 

Lemn Sissay is artist in residence at The South Bank Centre, London. He 
has been writer in residence at The Cambridge and at The Belfast 
Literature festivals, at the Universities of Arizona and California State, and 
at the Contact Theatre Manchester. He is Patron, along with Jaqueline 
Wilson, of The Letterbox Club - a book trust initiative to get books to 
children in care of the social services.   
 
Sissay is the author of five poetry collections, his most recent being, 
Listener (2008). He is also the editor of The Fire People: A Collection of 
Contemporary Black British Poets (1998), and his work has appeared in 
many anthologies.  He is a regular contributor to Poetry Review and has 
judged various writers competitions, including this year’s Foyles Young 
Poets Award.  

 
His stage plays are Why I Don’t Hate White People (2009) Chaos By Design (1994), Storm (2003), and 
Something Dark (2006), which was adapted for Radio 3 and won the RIMA award 2006. Why I Don’t 
Hate White People is set for an international tour in 2010 after its 2009 sell out debut. In 2008, Lemn was 
commissioned by The City of London to create a work in commemoration of The Abolition of Slave Trade 
Act. The Gilt of Cain was unveiled by Bishop Desmond Tutu at Fen Court by Fenchurch Street Station. 
The last two years have seen Lemn reading on stages in India, Australia, America, Canada, Sweden, 
The Arctic, Italy, Germany, and throughout the UK.  
 
Lemn Sissay “does what he loves and loves what he does.”  With regards to his family (he was brought 
up in care and foster homes in the north of England) it has been the narrative of his adult life.  After 
searching for them and finding them all over the world he is now happy in the knowledge that he has a 
fully dysfunctional family, just like everyone else. It’s all relative.

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NOBEL LAUREATE CULTURAL EVENING – CONCEPT: 
 
The Nobel Laureate Cultural Evening is the gala event of the 2009 St. James’s Palace Nobel 
Laureate Symposium on climate change, which is taking place in London from 26th May – 28th 
May, hosted by the University of Cambridge Programme for Sustainability Leadership in 
association with the Potsdam Institute for Climate Impact Research.  
 
The Symposium will bring together c.20 Nobel Laureates and 30 or so Global Climate Change 
Experts to contribute their ideas and authority to some of the world’s most pressing challenges. 
The focus of the Symposium will be on the complex themes of climate justice and climate 
security and their linkage with societal and economic prosperity. Of particular importance, will 
be the role of developed and developing economies in delivering a low carbon risk economy. 
The banner for the Symposium – The Fierce Urgency of Now – has been adopted from Martin 
Luther King’s Brooklyn Junction speech. 
 
The Nobel Laureate Symposium takes thought-leadership as its touchstone and aims to build 
on the prestige and global respect that such leaders inspire in order to build urgent momentum 
towards the Copenhagen climate negotiations in December 2009. The Gala Cultural Evening - 
Sculpting Our History’ – sits inside this remit as a space where social and cultural leaders are 
invited to engage with prominent arts thinkers and current artistic ideas and perceptions in 
relation to the issue of climate change. 
 
The idea behind the event emerged out of a recognition that confronting climate change, 
arguably the biggest challenge we have ever faced, not only requires technical solutions, but 
also social and cultural change. In this context, what can the arts teach us about the role of 
creativity and leadership in facing this urgent problem, as individuals and as a society? 
 
For one evening, in this year of the Copenhagen climate negotiations, we will endeavour to 
create a sense of what it might mean to define ourselves as ‘artists’ capable of ‘social 
sculpture’, involving creative experience and discussion around the following questions: 
 

- How does seeing as an ‘artist’ change our perspective? 
- How have the arts ‘sculpted’ our world in times of crisis, and how might they do 

so 
today? 

 
Sculpting Our History’ aims to encourage participants to engage with the issue of climate 
change through an artistic or creative standpoint – as human agents of change, or potentially 
‘social artists’ with imaginative and transformative power. In this way, the idea of leadership as 
something every individual can aspire to and be involved in will form the backdrop of 
discussion. The ideas of ‘social sculpture’ that inform this event are borrowed from leading 
German conceptual artist and ecological thinker, Joseph Beuys’ expanded conception of art, in 
which he saw society as one great work of art to which each individual could contribute 
creatively. In particular, our starting point echoes his passionate belief in the universal power of 
human creativity to bring about change. 
 
It is anticipated that the evening will form the beginnings of an on-going conversation on the 
theme of creativity, leadership and climate change, involving those who come on the night, our 
alumni and others. It is also our aim to communicate the thoughts, ideas, and creative 
expressions that emerge from this event to a wider audience, through publication, exhibition, 
and via other forms of media.

THE CAMBRIDGE 100 QUESTIONS PROJECT: 
 
What are the most important questions we need to focus on so that we thrive together in the 
future? 
 
A good answer needs a good question. The Nobel Laureate Cultural Evening and the St 
James’s Palace Nobel Laureate Symposium will see the launch of the Cambridge 100 
Questions Project – a year long initiative led by the Cambridge Programme for Sustainability 
Leadership that will ask some of the finest creative minds of our time to identify the most 
pressing questions facing the world today. 
 
Beginning at the Symposium with contributions from Nobel Laureates and many of the world’s 
leading climate scientists and leaders from business, government and civil society, the project 
will widen its scope to draw on the collective genius of thousands of people from across the 
world. The ambition is not to solve these questions, but to learn from their being posed: to 
explore and envision the key questions at the tipping point of creating a sustainable world. 
 
The project is particularly interested in questions that offer a sense of realistic optimism and 
collective endeavour – suggesting a compelling vision of how the world is changing and how 
society could adapt itself to new circumstances. 
 
The launch of the project at the Science Museum on the 27th May will be accompanied by the 
first showing of a specially commissioned installation by artists Tracey Rowledge and Carl 
Clerkin. This piece will vividly display some of the questions provided by guests at the 
Symposium and inspire debate and argument. Through further public exhibitions of the Nobel 
Laureates’ questions as well as via an innovative online tool, people from across the world will 
be able to share and discuss questions. By the summer of 2010, these questions will be 
grouped and analysed to generate a list of the 100 most important questions on which society 
needs to focus.  
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   THE CAMBRIDGE 100 QUESTIONS COMMISSIONED ART INSTALLATION AND ARTISTS: 
 
The Cambridge 100 Questions commissioned art installation by Tracey Rowledge and Carl 
Clerkin is unveiled and exhibited tonight at the Nobel Laureate Cultural Evening in the Energy 
Hall of the Science Museum. The artists behind the project are: 
 
Carl Clerkin: 

Carl Clerkin set up his studio after completing his training as a furniture 
designer at the Royal College of Art in 1998. Previously he had been a 
student at Central Saint Martins and Middlesex University. Over the last 
ten years Carl has worked on a variety of projects, broadly ranging from 
designing furniture for Habitat to flocking concept cars for Peugeot, 
commissioned public seating for Derby museum to interior design for The 
West London Academy. 
 
 His work is both thought provoking and playful and is geared towards 
strengthening emotional connections between people objects and spaces. 
The idea behind the bench is to support both the gold-tooled work of

- Long Crawly Thing           emotional link between them. It seemed most appropriate to use the form  
(great big poof) 2002         of a writing desk to make this link. The desk is made from Sapele timber  

and veneered board.     
 

Tracey Rowledge : 
Tracey Rowledge is an artist who works with the traditional materials and 
techniques of bookbinding and gilding, making work that explore the line 
between spontaneity and the deliberately crafted.  Her work is held in 
many private and public collections including The British Library, The 
National Library of Scotland and The National Art Library (V&A). 
 
The leather top desk with an extended drawer has been designed and 
made by Tracey Rowledge and Carl Clerkin. The idea was to create a 
strong visual symbol for The Cambridge 100 Questions Project, in which a 
small number of the questions are displayed. 
 

The inset leather panel has been made using bookbinding materials and techniques.  The 
leather is Nigerian goatskin, tanned and dyed in Northamptonshire (UK).  The gold leaf was 
hand beaten by George M. Whiley Ltd, a UK gold beaters that no longer exists.  This was 
unfortunately the only way that I could, for now, at least ensure that the gold leaf was beaten in 
the UK; sadly, the last company to beat gold in the UK stopped beating gold two and half years 
ago. The mining is of course another matter! 
 
The gold-tooled image on the leather is not a recreation of anything specific, but is an image I 
created to convey movement, things shifting. It holds energy and emotion; important ingredients 
for change! 
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PANELISTS : 
 
Heather  Ackroyd: 

 
Heather Ackroyd of artist duo Ackroyd & Harvey has worked extensively in 
both the visual and performing arts. Collaborating with Harvey since 1990, 
they make interventions that intersect disciplines of sculpture, photography, 
ecology and biology. Known for subverting processes of growth and decay, 
and creating complex living photographs utilizing light-sensitivity of pigment 
chlorophyll, they have shown in diverse contexts including Bios 4 Andalusian 
Centre for Contemporary Art, European Space 9th Sculpture Quadrennial 
Riga, Je t’ envisage Musee de l’Elysee, Agitate SF Camerawork (USA), 
Paradise Now Exit Art (NY), The Ship Natural History Museum (London) with 
solo shows at Mostra SESC des Artes (Sao Paulo), Big Chill (UK), Isabella 
Stewart Gardner Museum (USA), Dilston Grove, (London), Rice Gallery 

(USA), culminating in their largest public installation on the exterior of London’s National Theatre in 2007. 
They have made expeditions and exhibitions with Cape Farewell since 2004 studying the effects of 
climate change on the Arctic ecosystem. Ackroyd & Harvey’s current project is dedicated to growing oak 
saplings germinated from acorns gathered from Joseph Beuys’ seminal artwork 7000 Oaks.  
 
Dr. Fritjof Capra: 

 
Fritjof Capra, Ph.D., physicist and systems theorist, is a founding director of 
the Center for Ecoliteracy in Berkeley, California, which promotes ecology 
and systems thinking in primary and secondary education. He is on the 
faculty of Schumacher College, an international center for ecological studies 
in England, and frequently gives management seminars for top executives.  

Dr. Capra is the author of five international bestsellers, The Tao of Physics 
(1975), The Turning Point (1982), Uncommon Wisdom (1988), The Web of 
Life (1996), and The Hidden Connections (2002). He coauthored Green 
Politics (1984), Belonging to the Universe (1991), and EcoManagement 
(1993), and coedited Steering Business Toward Sustainability (1995). His 
most recent book, The Science of Leonardo, was published in hardcover in 

2007 and in paperback in 2008.  

Quentin Cooper: (Chair) 
Described by The Times as "the world's most enthusiastic man" and, 
more flatteringly, as "an expert on everything from pop music to 
astrophysics", Quentin Cooper has also been acclaimed by the Daily Mail 
for his "wit and enthusiasm [which] can enliven the dullest of topics". 
Quentin Cooper presents The Material World on Radio 4, the recurring 
technology-in-action documentary series Connect, and is one of the 
regular presenters for Pick of the Week. He has also presented Strictly 
Conventional and With Reference To. Despite his distinct lack of 
qualification in the area, he recently made a one-off programme called 

Hairy Stories, about the science of hair.  
 
Most Sunday mornings he appears on the Michael Parkinson Show on Radio 2 to discuss film, TV and 
radio. He is also film critic for BBC One's Breakfast programme and The DVD Collection on BBC Four. 
He presented the series New Scientist Television for the Discovery Channel and Science Fix for BBC 
Four. Quentin works regularly with leading science organisations such as the British Council and the 
Royal Society and hosts the annual X-Change debates for the British Association for the Advancement 
of Science. A long time ago he studied Psychology and Artificial Intelligence at Edinburgh, but can't 
remember much about either. 
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Antony Gormley OBE: 
A graduate of the University of Cambridge, Central School of Art, 
Goldsmiths College and the Slade School of Art, over the last 25 years 
Antony Gormley has revitalised the human image in sculpture through a 
radical investigation of the body as a place of memory and transformation, 
using his own body as subject, tool and material. Since 1990 he has 
expanded his concern with the human condition to explore the collective 
body and the relationship between self & other in large-scale installations.  �
  
Gormley has had solo shows at the Whitechapel, Tate and Hayward 
galleries, the British Museum and White Cube, as well as internationally. 
Angel of the North and, more recently, Quantum Cloud on the Thames in 
Greenwich are amongst the most celebrated examples of contemporary 
British sculpture. He was awarded the Turner Prize in 1994 and the South 
Bank Prize for Visual Art in 1999 and was made an Order of the British 
Empire (OBE) in   1997.  In 2007 he was awarded the Bernhard Heiliger  

*Photo by Lars Gunderson           Award for Sculpture. He is an Honorary Fellow of the Royal Institute of 
British Architects, Trinity College, Cambridge and Jesus College, Cambridge, and has been a Royal 
Academician since 2003. 

 
Jude Kelly OBE: 

Jude Kelly is the Artistic Director of Britain’s largest cultural institution, 
Southbank Centre, and is Chair of Culture, Ceremonies and Education at 
the London Organising Committee for the Olympic Games. She founded 
Solent People's Theatre and Battersea Arts Centre, and was the Artistic 
Director of the York Festival and Mystery Plays. She later became the 
founding director of the West Yorkshire Playhouse where as Artistic Director 
and then CEO she established it as an acknowledged centre of excellence.  
In 1997, she was awarded the OBE for her services to the theatre. She has 
directed over 90 productions including in the Royal Shakespeare Company, 
the National Theatre, Chichester Festival Theatre, the English National 
Opera, the Châtalet in Paris and the West End. 
  
Jude left the West Yorkshire Playhouse in 2002 to found Metal, which 
through its artistic laboratory spaces provides a platform where artistic 

hunches can be pursued in community contexts. It has creative bases in Liverpool and Southend-On-
Sea. Jude has represented Britain within UNESCO on cultural matters, served on the Arts Advisory 
Committee for Royal Society of Arts and jointly chaired with Lord Puttnam the Curricula Advisory 
Committee on Arts and Creativity.  She is chair of Metal, member of the London Cultural Consortium, 
and is Visiting Professor at Kingston and Leeds Universities and the Hong Kong Centre for the 
Performing Arts 
  
Prof. Wangari Maathai:  

Wangari Muta Maathai was born in Nyeri, Kenya, in 1940, the daughter of    
farmers in the highlands of Mount Kenya. The first woman in East and 
Central Africa to earn a doctoral degree, she subsequently became an 
associate Professor in Veterinary Anatomy in 1977 at the University of 
Nairobi. In the same year, she founded the Green Belt Movement, a 
grassroots environmental organisation which has assisted women and their 
families in planting more than 40 million trees across Kenya to protect the 
environment and promote sustainable livelihoods. Since this time, Wangari 
Maathai has campaigned tirelessly for democracy, human rights and 
environmental conservation. She played a key role in the campaign to 
cancel debt in Africa and has fought for the protection of public forests. In 
2004, Wangari Maathai was awarded the Nobel Peace Prize, recognising 
that for peace there needs to be sustainable and equitable distribution of 
resources. She is the Good Will Ambassador to the Congo Forest Basin 

and a member of the Nobel Women’s Initiative.  
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Prof. Wole Soyinka: 

 
Wole Soyinka, born in 1934, is a Playwright, Poet, Novelist, and Essayist. 
Winner of the Nobel Prize for Literature in 1986, Wole Soyinka has 
authored more than thirty works in the medium of plays, novels, poetry and 
essays, many of which have received wide translation. He is active on both 
artistic and Human Rights organisations such as the International Theatre 
Institute, UNESCO  Goodwill Ambassadors etc.  A Yoruba born in Western 
Nigeria and educated in Ibadan, and Leeds, England, he continues to 
lecture extensively. He is currently Emeritus Fellow of the Black Mountain 
Institute, University of Nevada, Overseas Fellow of the Du Bois Institue, 
Harvard University, President’s Professor of Loyola Marymount University, 
Los Angeles, and Professor Emeritus, Comparative Literature of the 
Obafemi Awolowo University, Ile-ife, Nigeria.

Tim Britton:  

 
Tim is a writer, performer, comedian, cartoonist and animator with the 
Theatre and Film Company Forkbeard Fantasy which he co-founded with 
his brother Chris and the designer Penny Saunders in 1974 
(www.forkbeardfantasy.co.uk). Their comic and surreal shows use 
mechanical sets, puppetry and automata and they were one of the first of 
the new wave of experimental theatre groups in the 70s to start using film 
and animation as an interactive medium: climbing in & out of films in a 
technique they call “Crossing The Celluloid Divide’. Tim has produced 
numerous short films, cartoons and animations over the years. He enjoys 
taking on an issue, often scientific or environmental. In the case of 
“CARBON WEEVILS”  humanity is a species that evolved solely to nibble 
up and convert the world’s carbon deposits. Forkbeard have recently 
created an amazing Cabinet of Curiosities  full of peepshows and 
miniaturized cinema for museums along The Jurassic Coast World Heritage 

Site.  Their latest show “The Colour of Nonsense” , about an Invisible Artwork which gets stolen, 
opens in October.  
 
David Buckland: 
 

David Buckland is a designer, artist and film-maker whose lens-based works 
have been exhibited in numerous international galleries and collected by the 
National Portrait Gallery, London, the Centre Georges Pompidou, Paris, the 
Metropolitan Museum, New York and the Getty Collection, Los Angeles 
amongst others. Several books of his photographs have been published. He 
has designed over 20 stage sets, as well as costumes. His short film for the 
Dance for the Camera season Dwell Time was broadcast on BBC1 in 1996. 
��  
In 1999 Buckland presented a one-man show of digitally mastered portraits 
of performers at London's National Portrait Gallery, which attracted over 
100,000 visitors. Buckland’s work was shown at the UN Exhibition for World 
Environment Day, an exhibition which toured worldwide. Since 2000 
Buckland has created and now directs the Cape Farewell project, whose 
ambition is to bring artists, scientists and educators together to collectively 
address and raise awareness about climate change. Buckland continues to 

make and exhibit artworks. In 2007 he projected onto the Gehry stage, Millennium Park Chicago an 
hour-long video work ‘Arctic’ made in collaboration with the sound artist Max Eastley. 
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Max Eastley: 
Max Eastley is an internationally recognised artist and musician whose art 
combines kinetic sound sculpture and music into a unique art form. He has 
exhibited nationally in galleries such as the Hayward, the Serpentine and 
the Arnolfini, and throughout Europe, Japan and Mexico. His most recent 
solo exhibitions were at the Metropole Gallery, Folkestone, South Hill Park 
Arts Centre and Nieuwe Vide Haarlem, Netherlands. 
 
He is a collaborator with the Cape Farewell Climate Change project for 
whom he has created a number of installations that have been exhibited in 
the Natural History Museum, London; Bodleian Library Oxford; Kampnagel 
,Hamburg; Eden Project, Cornwall; Fundacion Canal, Madrid and The 
Museum of Science, Tokyo. He has composed music for several films as 
part of this project as well as composing a major work, “Arctic”, released on 
CD, which he performed, with film by David Buckland, at the Hamburg 
Planetarium, and Millennium Park, Chicago.  

  
As a musician he has produced numerous albums in collaboration with other musicians including Brian 
Eno and David Toop. His current releases include ‘A Life Saved by a Spider and Two Doves’ with Evan 
Parker, Mark Wastell, Graham Halliwell (http://www.anothertimbre.com/page16.html); ‘A Very Long Way 
from Anywhere Else’ with Spaceheads (Andy Diagram and Richard Harrison) and ‘Arc’, an Album of 
collaborations with his unique instrument for Liverpool John Moores University, where he is a research 
fellow. 
 
Ben Okri:  

Ben Okri has published 8 novels, including The Famished Road, as well as 
collections of poetry, short stories and essays. His work has been translated 
into more than 20 languages. He is a Fellow of the Royal Society of 
Literature and has been awarded the OBE as well as numerous 
international prizes, including the Commonwealth Writers Prize for Africa, 
the Aga Khan Prize for Fiction and the Chianti Rufino-Antico Fattore. He is 
a Vice-President of the English Centre of International PEN and was 
presented with a Crystal Award by the World Economic Forum. He was 
born in Nigeria and lives in London. Ben Okri's most recent book, Tales of 
Freedom, was published in April 2009. 
 
 
 

 
Shelley Sacks:  

Shelley Sacks (born Bloemfontein, South Africa, 1950) is an 
interdisciplinary artist working in the field of connective practices and social 
sculpture, exploring the relationship between imagination and 
transformation and rethinking responsibility as an ability to respond. She 
regards the long-term collaborative projects such as Exchange Values (an 
interface between banana growers and consumers, presented at WSSD in 
2002) and University of the Trees (an international participatory project that 
focuses on the trees as our teachers, with a ‘kit’ that explores our 
relationship to the world as the basis for transformative action) as 
‘instruments of consciousness’ and flexible frameworks that open up new 
ways of seeing, linking inner and outer work. Her work includes more than 
forty actions, site works, installations and social sculpture projects; 

involvement in grass roots cultural and political organisations; facilitating cooperatives in the 1970s and 
1980s in South Africa; and collaborating with Joseph Beuys for more than a decade in the Free 
International University. Shelley writes and lectures internationally, works as part of a social sculpture 
collective, is a Reader in Fine Art at Oxford Brookes University and Director of the Social Sculpture 
Research Unit. www.social-sculpture.org; www.exchange-values.org 
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Lemn Sissay: 

Lemn Sissay is artist in residence at The South Bank Centre, London. He 
has been writer in residence at The Cambridge and at The Belfast 
Literature festivals, at the Universities of Arizona and California State, and 
at the Contact Theatre Manchester. He is Patron, along with Jaqueline 
Wilson, of The Letterbox Club - a book trust initiative to get books to 
children in care of the social services.   
 
Sissay is the author of five poetry collections, his most recent being, 
Listener (2008). He is also the editor of The Fire People: A Collection of 
Contemporary Black British Poets (1998), and his work has appeared in 
many anthologies.  He is a regular contributor to Poetry Review and has 
judged various writers competitions, including this year’s Foyles Young 
Poets Award.  

 
His stage plays are Why I Don’t Hate White People (2009) Chaos By Design (1994), Storm (2003), and 
Something Dark (2006), which was adapted for Radio 3 and won the RIMA award 2006. Why I Don’t 
Hate White People is set for an international tour in 2010 after its 2009 sell out debut. In 2008, Lemn was 
commissioned by The City of London to create a work in commemoration of The Abolition of Slave Trade 
Act. The Gilt of Cain was unveiled by Bishop Desmond Tutu at Fen Court by Fenchurch Street Station. 
The last two years have seen Lemn reading on stages in India, Australia, America, Canada, Sweden, 
The Arctic, Italy, Germany, and throughout the UK.  
 
Lemn Sissay “does what he loves and loves what he does.”  With regards to his family (he was brought 
up in care and foster homes in the north of England) it has been the narrative of his adult life.  After 
searching for them and finding them all over the world he is now happy in the knowledge that he has a 
fully dysfunctional family, just like everyone else. It’s all relative.

PIK research projects are interdisciplinary and undertaken by 
scientists from the following Research Domains: Earth System Analysis, Climate Impacts and 
Vulnerabilities, Sustainable Solutions and Transdisciplinary Concepts & Methods. Through data 
analysis, computer simulations and models, PIK provides decision makers with sound 
information and tools for sustainable development. In addition to publishing results in scientific 
journals, the Institute gives advice to national and regional authorities and, increasingly, to 
global organisations such as the World Bank. 
 
PIK is part of a global network on questions of global environmental change. It closely 
collaborates with many international partners and is developing, together with the Tyndall 
Centre for Climate Change Research in the UK, a European perspective of sustainability 
science. PIK plays an active role in activities such as the International Geosphere-Biosphere 
Programme (IGBP), the Intergovernmental Panel on Climate Change (IPCC) and the 
Millennium Ecosystem Assessment (MA). As a member of the European Climate Forum (ECF), 
the Institute is in direct and continuous exchange with decision-makers from the economy, 
politics and civil society.

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NOBEL LAUREATE CULTURAL EVENING – CONCEPT: 
 
The Nobel Laureate Cultural Evening is the gala event of the 2009 St. James’s Palace Nobel 
Laureate Symposium on climate change, which is taking place in London from 26th May – 28th 
May, hosted by the University of Cambridge Programme for Sustainability Leadership in 
association with the Potsdam Institute for Climate Impact Research.  
 
The Symposium will bring together c.20 Nobel Laureates and 30 or so Global Climate Change 
Experts to contribute their ideas and authority to some of the world’s most pressing challenges. 
The focus of the Symposium will be on the complex themes of climate justice and climate 
security and their linkage with societal and economic prosperity. Of particular importance, will 
be the role of developed and developing economies in delivering a low carbon risk economy. 
The banner for the Symposium – The Fierce Urgency of Now – has been adopted from Martin 
Luther King’s Brooklyn Junction speech. 
 
The Nobel Laureate Symposium takes thought-leadership as its touchstone and aims to build 
on the prestige and global respect that such leaders inspire in order to build urgent momentum 
towards the Copenhagen climate negotiations in December 2009. The Gala Cultural Evening - 
Sculpting Our History’ – sits inside this remit as a space where social and cultural leaders are 
invited to engage with prominent arts thinkers and current artistic ideas and perceptions in 
relation to the issue of climate change. 
 
The idea behind the event emerged out of a recognition that confronting climate change, 
arguably the biggest challenge we have ever faced, not only requires technical solutions, but 
also social and cultural change. In this context, what can the arts teach us about the role of 
creativity and leadership in facing this urgent problem, as individuals and as a society? 
 
For one evening, in this year of the Copenhagen climate negotiations, we will endeavour to 
create a sense of what it might mean to define ourselves as ‘artists’ capable of ‘social 
sculpture’, involving creative experience and discussion around the following questions: 
 

- How does seeing as an ‘artist’ change our perspective? 
- How have the arts ‘sculpted’ our world in times of crisis, and how might they do 

so 
today? 

 
Sculpting Our History’ aims to encourage participants to engage with the issue of climate 
change through an artistic or creative standpoint – as human agents of change, or potentially 
‘social artists’ with imaginative and transformative power. In this way, the idea of leadership as 
something every individual can aspire to and be involved in will form the backdrop of 
discussion. The ideas of ‘social sculpture’ that inform this event are borrowed from leading 
German conceptual artist and ecological thinker, Joseph Beuys’ expanded conception of art, in 
which he saw society as one great work of art to which each individual could contribute 
creatively. In particular, our starting point echoes his passionate belief in the universal power of 
human creativity to bring about change. 
 
It is anticipated that the evening will form the beginnings of an on-going conversation on the 
theme of creativity, leadership and climate change, involving those who come on the night, our 
alumni and others. It is also our aim to communicate the thoughts, ideas, and creative 
expressions that emerge from this event to a wider audience, through publication, exhibition, 
and via other forms of media. 
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THE CAMBRIDGE 100 QUESTIONS PROJECT: 
 
What are the most important questions we need to focus on so that we thrive together in the 
future? 
 
A good answer needs a good question. The Nobel Laureate Cultural Evening and the St 
James’s Palace Nobel Laureate Symposium will see the launch of the Cambridge 100 
Questions Project – a year long initiative led by the Cambridge Programme for Sustainability 
Leadership that will ask some of the finest creative minds of our time to identify the most 
pressing questions facing the world today. 
 
Beginning at the Symposium with contributions from Nobel Laureates and many of the world’s 
leading climate scientists and leaders from business, government and civil society, the project 
will widen its scope to draw on the collective genius of thousands of people from across the 
world. The ambition is not to solve these questions, but to learn from their being posed: to 
explore and envision the key questions at the tipping point of creating a sustainable world. 
 
The project is particularly interested in questions that offer a sense of realistic optimism and 
collective endeavour – suggesting a compelling vision of how the world is changing and how 
society could adapt itself to new circumstances. 
 
The launch of the project at the Science Museum on the 27th May will be accompanied by the 
first showing of a specially commissioned installation by artists Tracey Rowledge and Carl 
Clerkin. This piece will vividly display some of the questions provided by guests at the 
Symposium and inspire debate and argument. Through further public exhibitions of the Nobel 
Laureates’ questions as well as via an innovative online tool, people from across the world will 
be able to share and discuss questions. By the summer of 2010, these questions will be 
grouped and analysed to generate a list of the 100 most important questions on which society 
needs to focus.  
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   THE CAMBRIDGE 100 QUESTIONS COMMISSIONED ART INSTALLATION AND ARTISTS: 
 
The Cambridge 100 Questions commissioned art installation by Tracey Rowledge and Carl 
Clerkin is unveiled and exhibited tonight at the Nobel Laureate Cultural Evening in the Energy 
Hall of the Science Museum. The artists behind the project are: 
 
Carl Clerkin: 

Carl Clerkin set up his studio after completing his training as a furniture 
designer at the Royal College of Art in 1998. Previously he had been a 
student at Central Saint Martins and Middlesex University. Over the last 
ten years Carl has worked on a variety of projects, broadly ranging from 
designing furniture for Habitat to flocking concept cars for Peugeot, 
commissioned public seating for Derby museum to interior design for The 
West London Academy. 
 
 His work is both thought provoking and playful and is geared towards 
strengthening emotional connections between people objects and spaces. 
The idea behind the bench is to support both the gold-tooled work of

- Long Crawly Thing           emotional link between them. It seemed most appropriate to use the form  
(great big poof) 2002         of a writing desk to make this link. The desk is made from Sapele timber  

and veneered board.     
 

Tracey Rowledge : 
Tracey Rowledge is an artist who works with the traditional materials and 
techniques of bookbinding and gilding, making work that explore the line 
between spontaneity and the deliberately crafted.  Her work is held in 
many private and public collections including The British Library, The 
National Library of Scotland and The National Art Library (V&A). 
 
The leather top desk with an extended drawer has been designed and 
made by Tracey Rowledge and Carl Clerkin. The idea was to create a 
strong visual symbol for The Cambridge 100 Questions Project, in which a 
small number of the questions are displayed. 
 

The inset leather panel has been made using bookbinding materials and techniques.  The 
leather is Nigerian goatskin, tanned and dyed in Northamptonshire (UK).  The gold leaf was 
hand beaten by George M. Whiley Ltd, a UK gold beaters that no longer exists.  This was 
unfortunately the only way that I could, for now, at least ensure that the gold leaf was beaten in 
the UK; sadly, the last company to beat gold in the UK stopped beating gold two and half years 
ago. The mining is of course another matter! 
 
The gold-tooled image on the leather is not a recreation of anything specific, but is an image I 
created to convey movement, things shifting. It holds energy and emotion; important ingredients 
for change! 
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PANELISTS : 
 
Heather  Ackroyd: 

 
Heather Ackroyd of artist duo Ackroyd & Harvey has worked extensively in 
both the visual and performing arts. Collaborating with Harvey since 1990, 
they make interventions that intersect disciplines of sculpture, photography, 
ecology and biology. Known for subverting processes of growth and decay, 
and creating complex living photographs utilizing light-sensitivity of pigment 
chlorophyll, they have shown in diverse contexts including Bios 4 Andalusian 
Centre for Contemporary Art, European Space 9th Sculpture Quadrennial 
Riga, Je t’ envisage Musee de l’Elysee, Agitate SF Camerawork (USA), 
Paradise Now Exit Art (NY), The Ship Natural History Museum (London) with 
solo shows at Mostra SESC des Artes (Sao Paulo), Big Chill (UK), Isabella 
Stewart Gardner Museum (USA), Dilston Grove, (London), Rice Gallery 

(USA), culminating in their largest public installation on the exterior of London’s National Theatre in 2007. 
They have made expeditions and exhibitions with Cape Farewell since 2004 studying the effects of 
climate change on the Arctic ecosystem. Ackroyd & Harvey’s current project is dedicated to growing oak 
saplings germinated from acorns gathered from Joseph Beuys’ seminal artwork 7000 Oaks.  
 
Dr. Fritjof Capra: 

 
Fritjof Capra, Ph.D., physicist and systems theorist, is a founding director of 
the Center for Ecoliteracy in Berkeley, California, which promotes ecology 
and systems thinking in primary and secondary education. He is on the 
faculty of Schumacher College, an international center for ecological studies 
in England, and frequently gives management seminars for top executives.  

Dr. Capra is the author of five international bestsellers, The Tao of Physics 
(1975), The Turning Point (1982), Uncommon Wisdom (1988), The Web of 
Life (1996), and The Hidden Connections (2002). He coauthored Green 
Politics (1984), Belonging to the Universe (1991), and EcoManagement 
(1993), and coedited Steering Business Toward Sustainability (1995). His 
most recent book, The Science of Leonardo, was published in hardcover in 

2007 and in paperback in 2008.  

Quentin Cooper: (Chair) 
Described by The Times as "the world's most enthusiastic man" and, 
more flatteringly, as "an expert on everything from pop music to 
astrophysics", Quentin Cooper has also been acclaimed by the Daily Mail 
for his "wit and enthusiasm [which] can enliven the dullest of topics". 
Quentin Cooper presents The Material World on Radio 4, the recurring 
technology-in-action documentary series Connect, and is one of the 
regular presenters for Pick of the Week. He has also presented Strictly 
Conventional and With Reference To. Despite his distinct lack of 
qualification in the area, he recently made a one-off programme called 

Hairy Stories, about the science of hair.  
 
Most Sunday mornings he appears on the Michael Parkinson Show on Radio 2 to discuss film, TV and 
radio. He is also film critic for BBC One's Breakfast programme and The DVD Collection on BBC Four. 
He presented the series New Scientist Television for the Discovery Channel and Science Fix for BBC 
Four. Quentin works regularly with leading science organisations such as the British Council and the 
Royal Society and hosts the annual X-Change debates for the British Association for the Advancement 
of Science. A long time ago he studied Psychology and Artificial Intelligence at Edinburgh, but can't 
remember much about either. 
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Antony Gormley OBE: 
A graduate of the University of Cambridge, Central School of Art, 
Goldsmiths College and the Slade School of Art, over the last 25 years 
Antony Gormley has revitalised the human image in sculpture through a 
radical investigation of the body as a place of memory and transformation, 
using his own body as subject, tool and material. Since 1990 he has 
expanded his concern with the human condition to explore the collective 
body and the relationship between self & other in large-scale installations.  �
  
Gormley has had solo shows at the Whitechapel, Tate and Hayward 
galleries, the British Museum and White Cube, as well as internationally. 
Angel of the North and, more recently, Quantum Cloud on the Thames in 
Greenwich are amongst the most celebrated examples of contemporary 
British sculpture. He was awarded the Turner Prize in 1994 and the South 
Bank Prize for Visual Art in 1999 and was made an Order of the British 
Empire (OBE) in   1997.  In 2007 he was awarded the Bernhard Heiliger  

*Photo by Lars Gunderson           Award for Sculpture. He is an Honorary Fellow of the Royal Institute of 
British Architects, Trinity College, Cambridge and Jesus College, Cambridge, and has been a Royal 
Academician since 2003. 

 
Jude Kelly OBE: 

Jude Kelly is the Artistic Director of Britain’s largest cultural institution, 
Southbank Centre, and is Chair of Culture, Ceremonies and Education at 
the London Organising Committee for the Olympic Games. She founded 
Solent People's Theatre and Battersea Arts Centre, and was the Artistic 
Director of the York Festival and Mystery Plays. She later became the 
founding director of the West Yorkshire Playhouse where as Artistic Director 
and then CEO she established it as an acknowledged centre of excellence.  
In 1997, she was awarded the OBE for her services to the theatre. She has 
directed over 90 productions including in the Royal Shakespeare Company, 
the National Theatre, Chichester Festival Theatre, the English National 
Opera, the Châtalet in Paris and the West End. 
  
Jude left the West Yorkshire Playhouse in 2002 to found Metal, which 
through its artistic laboratory spaces provides a platform where artistic 

hunches can be pursued in community contexts. It has creative bases in Liverpool and Southend-On-
Sea. Jude has represented Britain within UNESCO on cultural matters, served on the Arts Advisory 
Committee for Royal Society of Arts and jointly chaired with Lord Puttnam the Curricula Advisory 
Committee on Arts and Creativity.  She is chair of Metal, member of the London Cultural Consortium, 
and is Visiting Professor at Kingston and Leeds Universities and the Hong Kong Centre for the 
Performing Arts 
  
Prof. Wangari Maathai:  

Wangari Muta Maathai was born in Nyeri, Kenya, in 1940, the daughter of    
farmers in the highlands of Mount Kenya. The first woman in East and 
Central Africa to earn a doctoral degree, she subsequently became an 
associate Professor in Veterinary Anatomy in 1977 at the University of 
Nairobi. In the same year, she founded the Green Belt Movement, a 
grassroots environmental organisation which has assisted women and their 
families in planting more than 40 million trees across Kenya to protect the 
environment and promote sustainable livelihoods. Since this time, Wangari 
Maathai has campaigned tirelessly for democracy, human rights and 
environmental conservation. She played a key role in the campaign to 
cancel debt in Africa and has fought for the protection of public forests. In 
2004, Wangari Maathai was awarded the Nobel Peace Prize, recognising 
that for peace there needs to be sustainable and equitable distribution of 
resources. She is the Good Will Ambassador to the Congo Forest Basin 

and a member of the Nobel Women’s Initiative.  
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Prof. Wole Soyinka: 

 
Wole Soyinka, born in 1934, is a Playwright, Poet, Novelist, and Essayist. 
Winner of the Nobel Prize for Literature in 1986, Wole Soyinka has 
authored more than thirty works in the medium of plays, novels, poetry and 
essays, many of which have received wide translation. He is active on both 
artistic and Human Rights organisations such as the International Theatre 
Institute, UNESCO  Goodwill Ambassadors etc.  A Yoruba born in Western 
Nigeria and educated in Ibadan, and Leeds, England, he continues to 
lecture extensively. He is currently Emeritus Fellow of the Black Mountain 
Institute, University of Nevada, Overseas Fellow of the Du Bois Institue, 
Harvard University, President’s Professor of Loyola Marymount University, 
Los Angeles, and Professor Emeritus, Comparative Literature of the 
Obafemi Awolowo University, Ile-ife, Nigeria. 
 
 

 

PERFORMERS AND CONTRIBUTORS: 
 
Tim Britton:  

 
Tim is a writer, performer, comedian, cartoonist and animator with the 
Theatre and Film Company Forkbeard Fantasy which he co-founded with 
his brother Chris and the designer Penny Saunders in 1974 
(www.forkbeardfantasy.co.uk). Their comic and surreal shows use 
mechanical sets, puppetry and automata and they were one of the first of 
the new wave of experimental theatre groups in the 70s to start using film 
and animation as an interactive medium: climbing in & out of films in a 
technique they call “Crossing The Celluloid Divide’. Tim has produced 
numerous short films, cartoons and animations over the years. He enjoys 
taking on an issue, often scientific or environmental. In the case of 
“CARBON WEEVILS”  humanity is a species that evolved solely to nibble 
up and convert the world’s carbon deposits. Forkbeard have recently 
created an amazing Cabinet of Curiosities  full of peepshows and 
miniaturized cinema for museums along The Jurassic Coast World Heritage 

Site.  Their latest show “The Colour of Nonsense” , about an Invisible Artwork which gets stolen, 
opens in October.  
 
David Buckland: 
 

David Buckland is a designer, artist and film-maker whose lens-based works 
have been exhibited in numerous international galleries and collected by the 
National Portrait Gallery, London, the Centre Georges Pompidou, Paris, the 
Metropolitan Museum, New York and the Getty Collection, Los Angeles 
amongst others. Several books of his photographs have been published. He 
has designed over 20 stage sets, as well as costumes. His short film for the 
Dance for the Camera season Dwell Time was broadcast on BBC1 in 1996. 
��  
In 1999 Buckland presented a one-man show of digitally mastered portraits 
of performers at London's National Portrait Gallery, which attracted over 
100,000 visitors. Buckland’s work was shown at the UN Exhibition for World 
Environment Day, an exhibition which toured worldwide. Since 2000 
Buckland has created and now directs the Cape Farewell project, whose 
ambition is to bring artists, scientists and educators together to collectively 
address and raise awareness about climate change. Buckland continues to 

make and exhibit artworks. In 2007 he projected onto the Gehry stage, Millennium Park Chicago an 
hour-long video work ‘Arctic’ made in collaboration with the sound artist Max Eastley.

Max Eastley: 
Max Eastley is an internationally recognised artist and musician whose art 
combines kinetic sound sculpture and music into a unique art form. He has 
exhibited nationally in galleries such as the Hayward, the Serpentine and 
the Arnolfini, and throughout Europe, Japan and Mexico. His most recent 
solo exhibitions were at the Metropole Gallery, Folkestone, South Hill Park 
Arts Centre and Nieuwe Vide Haarlem, Netherlands. 
 
He is a collaborator with the Cape Farewell Climate Change project for 
whom he has created a number of installations that have been exhibited in 
the Natural History Museum, London; Bodleian Library Oxford; Kampnagel 
,Hamburg; Eden Project, Cornwall; Fundacion Canal, Madrid and The 
Museum of Science, Tokyo. He has composed music for several films as 
part of this project as well as composing a major work, “Arctic”, released on 
CD, which he performed, with film by David Buckland, at the Hamburg 
Planetarium, and Millennium Park, Chicago.  

  
As a musician he has produced numerous albums in collaboration with other musicians including Brian 
Eno and David Toop. His current releases include ‘A Life Saved by a Spider and Two Doves’ with Evan 
Parker, Mark Wastell, Graham Halliwell (http://www.anothertimbre.com/page16.html); ‘A Very Long Way 
from Anywhere Else’ with Spaceheads (Andy Diagram and Richard Harrison) and ‘Arc’, an Album of 
collaborations with his unique instrument for Liverpool John Moores University, where he is a research 
fellow. 
 
Ben Okri:  

Ben Okri has published 8 novels, including The Famished Road, as well as 
collections of poetry, short stories and essays. His work has been translated 
into more than 20 languages. He is a Fellow of the Royal Society of 
Literature and has been awarded the OBE as well as numerous 
international prizes, including the Commonwealth Writers Prize for Africa, 
the Aga Khan Prize for Fiction and the Chianti Rufino-Antico Fattore. He is 
a Vice-President of the English Centre of International PEN and was 
presented with a Crystal Award by the World Economic Forum. He was 
born in Nigeria and lives in London. Ben Okri's most recent book, Tales of 
Freedom, was published in April 2009. 
 
 
 

 
Shelley Sacks:  

Shelley Sacks (born Bloemfontein, South Africa, 1950) is an 
interdisciplinary artist working in the field of connective practices and social 
sculpture, exploring the relationship between imagination and 
transformation and rethinking responsibility as an ability to respond. She 
regards the long-term collaborative projects such as Exchange Values (an 
interface between banana growers and consumers, presented at WSSD in 
2002) and University of the Trees (an international participatory project that 
focuses on the trees as our teachers, with a ‘kit’ that explores our 
relationship to the world as the basis for transformative action) as 
‘instruments of consciousness’ and flexible frameworks that open up new 
ways of seeing, linking inner and outer work. Her work includes more than 
forty actions, site works, installations and social sculpture projects; 

involvement in grass roots cultural and political organisations; facilitating cooperatives in the 1970s and 
1980s in South Africa; and collaborating with Joseph Beuys for more than a decade in the Free 
International University. Shelley writes and lectures internationally, works as part of a social sculpture 
collective, is a Reader in Fine Art at Oxford Brookes University and Director of the Social Sculpture 
Research Unit. www.social-sculpture.org; www.exchange-values.org 
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Lemn Sissay: 

Lemn Sissay is artist in residence at The South Bank Centre, London. He 
has been writer in residence at The Cambridge and at The Belfast 
Literature festivals, at the Universities of Arizona and California State, and 
at the Contact Theatre Manchester. He is Patron, along with Jaqueline 
Wilson, of The Letterbox Club - a book trust initiative to get books to 
children in care of the social services.   
 
Sissay is the author of five poetry collections, his most recent being, 
Listener (2008). He is also the editor of The Fire People: A Collection of 
Contemporary Black British Poets (1998), and his work has appeared in 
many anthologies.  He is a regular contributor to Poetry Review and has 
judged various writers competitions, including this year’s Foyles Young 
Poets Award.  

 
His stage plays are Why I Don’t Hate White People (2009) Chaos By Design (1994), Storm (2003), and 
Something Dark (2006), which was adapted for Radio 3 and won the RIMA award 2006. Why I Don’t 
Hate White People is set for an international tour in 2010 after its 2009 sell out debut. In 2008, Lemn was 
commissioned by The City of London to create a work in commemoration of The Abolition of Slave Trade 
Act. The Gilt of Cain was unveiled by Bishop Desmond Tutu at Fen Court by Fenchurch Street Station. 
The last two years have seen Lemn reading on stages in India, Australia, America, Canada, Sweden, 
The Arctic, Italy, Germany, and throughout the UK.  
 
Lemn Sissay “does what he loves and loves what he does.”  With regards to his family (he was brought 
up in care and foster homes in the north of England) it has been the narrative of his adult life.
